49 (E. Johnson Avenue), Clinton School Road, and Whitley Road in northeast Jonesboro.  
 
Desoto County Electric, Inc. of Horn Lake, Mississippi was awarded the contract at $167,458.52.   
 
Construction is scheduled to begin in two to four weeks, weather permitting. The project will be 
complete by September 26th, 2014.
