LITTLE ROCK (3-5) - The Arkansas State Highway Commission approved a bid for improvements 
to a roadway in Washington County, according to Arkansas State Highway and Transportation 
Department (AHTD) officials.  
  
The purpose of the project is to widen Highway 112 (Razorback Road) to 4 lanes. The work will be 
performed between Highway 180 (Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd.) and Leroy Pond Drive at the 
University of Arkansas in Fayetteville.    
 
Sweetser Construction, Inc. of Fayetteville, Arkansas was awarded the contract at $2,234,929.90.    
 
Construction is scheduled to begin in two to four weeks, weather permitting. The project should be 
complete this fall.
