Members analyzed each day of a four-day simulated winter

weather event and shared their thoughts about when information

should go out and how each member uses that information to make
decisions.

The simulated weather event enabled participants to better
understand how each team member uses weather information to
make decisions that affect public safety with the hopes of providing
more consistent messaging of hazardous weather information in
the future. ®
